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NEW DIARIES

Students have been most impressed with the quality
of the 'new look' school diary. All students are
required to present to class with their diaries
These tools are a valuable resource in teaching
students organisational and time management skills
for their future. The first few pages of the diary contain
all the important information for the day-to-day
running of our school. Many hours have been spend
on preparing these documents, so please make
yourself familiar with our school routines.

EARLY LEAVE & SCHOOL ATTENDANCE

At Maitland Grossmann High School we believe that
student attendance is paramount to school
achievement. Students should only be absent from
school if they are sick, have an unavoidable
appointment or family business . Leaving early for
work or without a reason is not acceptable. Students
are required by the Department of Education to
complete a specified number of hours for Sport.
Students who do not complete their sports hours may
not complete the School Certificate requirements.
Please do not absent your child from Sport without
good reason. When we have over 50 students apply
for early leave we must question the validity of the
leave. Parents may receive a phone call to check on
the early leave of their child. Any child who misses
sport more than 3 times in a term will be required

to make up the sport hours. If you have any queries
about leave requirements, please contact the school.

Year 7

Year 7 is a year of significant change and
development as your son makes the great transition
from Primary School to High School. It is a time of
great excitement as new friendships are made, and
new subjects are studied for the first time. Many
changes are happening in your child’s life including
the physical and psychological changes that come
with adolescence. Be strong and set boundaries-
parent as life coach is the best way to manage your
child’s development at this very important crossroad!
Do not be surprised if your normally capable child
suddenly falls apart some weeks into Term 1. When
you consider all the new and potentially stressful
experiences which they will have to deal with in the
space of little more than six hours every day, it is no
wonder that they may be tired, irritable, negative or
even teary about school. Or the normally chatty young
person may become silent and uncommunicative,
revealing that there is nothing wrong and that nothing
happened at school, whilst they learned nothing at all
during their lessons.

So what can you do to help your child past the difficult
times, and onto happier days?

Here are some ideas that you may like to think about:
DO: Talk through their worries and concerns and try
to tackle each problem one at time. Be positive and
encouraging

DO send them back to school after an upsetting time.
The next day, bring them in yourself if they find this
less daunting. Remember that staying home is usually
not the right solution and can quickly lead to habits,
which are distressing for everyone and hard to break.
DON'T panic and be negative. Don't pretend there is
nothing wrong. This can make them feel even more
inadequate and alone.

DO sit down quietly with them and encourage them to
tell you what they feels is not working for them. Write
these things down if there are too many for you to
remember! Then try to solve at least one of the
worries then and there.

DON'T underestimate how much relief they will feel if
you can solve just one of the problems fairly
immediately. This success can often make them feel
more positive and able to cope with other problems on
the list. A change of attitude can often make some of
the problems magically disappear!

DON'T underestimate the healing powers of a good
night's sleep and a hug. And allow time for hobbies
and play.

DO ensure that they get up early enough to eat some
breakfast before leaving for school: even a light
breakfast helps concentration during the morning.

DO make sure that they are early enough not to have
to rush for trains and buses, as this can be a very
stressful experience, which can lead to headaches or
real physical illness.

DON'T forget that no-one likes to walk into a class
late. It is embarrassing and stressful. Send them to
school with plenty of time to prepare for the day
ahead: 8:45am is ideal to get to school and be settled
before the first bell.

DON'T forget that there is often comfort in numbers:
letting them know that they is not alone in facing these
worries can help them feel much better. They are
absolutely NOT the only student feeling this way, and
they should be reminded of this.

DO say (more than once if necessary) that it is normal
to feel overwhelmed and that things WILL get better.
DON'T sit at home worrying. Talk to someone. Try a
friend who has already had a child in Year 7 and ask
them what it was like. Knowing that other people you
know have survived can be very reassuring!

DO ring the school and ask for advice or help.
Arrange to come to see the Year Adviser (Mr
D’Amico) in person if you feel the need. Often you can
sort out problems in a short time if you are sitting face
to face.

DON'T forget your child's education is a partnership
between you and the School. As with all successful
partnerships there must be honest and open
communication on a regular basis.

DO trust the school. This is particularly important
when it comes to our discipline policies. Remember
that we both have your child's best interests at heart.
If you feel concerned at the justice or injustice of a
decision made by the school, please talk to the school
first before you contradict our decision in front of your
child.

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DO encourage your child to ask teachers to clarify or
explain something. They will NEVER be in trouble for
asking for help!

DO read vyour child’'s diary regularly (Insist if
necessary: this is vitall) Note the comments from staff
and act on them.

DO indicate to the Year Adviser immediately if you are
concerned at the load (or lack there of) of homework.
Often the problem lies in forward planning: Every day,
record ALL homework on a large calendar at home on
the day it is due. (Make sure to remind your child to
write down the DUE DATE of all homework. This way
both you and your child can see the 'problem' days
before they arrive! This is a simple idea, but one
which teaches your child to manage time sensibly and
well. Remember, they will not have every subject
every day, do homework for the next day as a priority.
Assessment and revision can be done after the more
urgent homework is out of the way.

DON'T be afraid to write a comment in the diary and
address it to the teacher concerned. Make sure your
child takes the diary to the staff member concerned
and that the teacher’s initials are recorded.

DO label all your child's belongings clearly with his
name. Lost property is hard to return if it is nameless:
being inadequately prepared for class is an upsetting
and stressful experience when you are still finding
your way around.

YEAR 12- SOME ADVICE FOR STAYING ON TOP
OF THINGS

Part of this year of HSC preparation is developing a
sense of maturity in attitudes to academic excellence,
with an emerging awareness of the need to maintain
consistent academic effort. This is significant because
it indicates that they not only have made the
connection between school and life beyond Maitland
Grossmann but also the jump between realisation and
action. Year 12 students typically respond better to
structure and constancy. This is readily attained at
school but it must be continued at home.

In the past, many parents have asked me how a
positive learning environment can be made in the
home. In response to these inquiries, | often pose the
following questions;

Is mealtime at a regular hour?

Does your son or daughter have a structured
approach to work and study, incorporating both into
their allocated homework time?

Is there family time to sit and discuss their concerns
and achievements? Being stuck in their bedroom is
not a great habit for social interaction and family time.
Does your son or daughter spend at least 2 or 3 hours
per night at their desk? A year planner can help them
see all their assessment requirements and plan a
study timetable. Another tip is to give them a filing
cabinet draw or a portable file. This makes them
responsible for all their worksheets and helps to keep
them at arms reach.

Do they have a desk at which they can work free from
distraction?

Encourage them to drink lots of water and eat healthy
shacks. Students should take a break every 50
minutes from their study.

Make them get out for a walk to clear their mind and
release all the ‘happy endorphins’. Remember that
all students should be getting at least 8.25 hours

of sleep every night- _ if not they will not commit the
day’s learning to their long term memory bank. This is
essential in this very important year of learning.

Are mobile phones left with you when your son or
daughter goes into their room to study?

Is access to the Internet monitored? Is the computer
separate from the study area used by your son or
daughter? If your son or daughter has a TV in their
room, get rid of it, leading psychologist Dr Michael
Carr Gregg says that this is an unhealthy option for
teenagers and young children.

If there is a party or an invitation to go out
somewhere, does the amount of completed
schoolwork come into your considerations? If your
son or daughter has a casual job, is an appropriate
amount of time allocated to their school studies?
These are only some strategies that will help you
provide the best environment at home for your child to
succeed in Year 12. A number of articles about
surviving adolescence for you and your child can be
found at:

2008
promises to be very productive for the Industrial Arts
faculty, building on the many gains made in recent
years. | feel privileged to be part of an outstanding
school and being a Head Teacher of such a highly
successful and professional faculty.

Outstanding HSC Results

Since being appointed as Head Teacher Industrial
Arts | have endeavoured to develop within the faculty
a culture of high academic performance. | believe this
culture is now well developed and students are aware
of the high standards expected by the Industrial Arts
staff.

Over the past four years the Industrial Arts faculty has
achieved HSC results well in excess of state means.
During this time Industrial Technology has averaged
9.6 marks above state average, Engineering Studies
7.47 and Design and Technology 8.68. Over the past
four years the overall result for all Industrial Arts
subjects is 8.6 marks above state average and is
unsurpassed by any other faculty at the school. The
faculty has maintained and consistently produced
outstanding results and is committed to maintaining
this high level of performance in the 2008 HSC and
beyond.

Industrial Technology Results

The Industrial Technology results were once again
outstanding with the 2007 class achieving a result of
8.71 marks above the state average.

Engineering Studies Results

Students in the Engineering Studies class have been
somewhat overshadowed by the exemplary results
achieved by their Design & Technology and Industrial
Technology counterparts this year. This did not
however, affect their ability to achieve at a sound level
with the class producing a result 3.17 marks above
state average. Congratulations to Stewart Blackwell
who achieved the top rank with a HSC mark of 85.

2008 Outlook

2008 appears to be an exciting year for the Industrial
Arts faculty with two VET subjects being taught in the
Preliminary Year, along with our traditional subject
areas. We have introduced a new subject in Year 9
Industrial Technology — Engineering which will
compete in this years ‘F1 in Schools’ challenge. There
is an expectation that the 2008 HSC results will be
very good and the popularity of Industrial Arts courses
should ensure further success in future years.

Subject Contributions 2008

| would like to thank the parents and guardians of
our 2007 students for the payment of fees during
last year. We collected a large proportion of our
fees (in excess of 90%) and this has had a positive
impact on student learning. We have been able to
spend more of our school based budget on
providing improved equipment and resources.

The Industrial Arts faculty must purchase a large

quantity of expensive consumables in order to

provide productive lessons. The Department of
Education and Training does not provide funding

for these consumables therefore the Industrial

Arts faculty must charge fees in order to cover the

“costs” of these items. When fees remain unpaid
the faculty still has to meet the ever increasing

costs of the consumable materials.

We ask that parents and/or guardians pay the
Industrial Arts subject contributions before the
end of Term | 2008, as the purchase of most the
consumables for the year occur around this time.

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This may be paid as a lump sum or in partial
instalments. If there are financial difficulties
parents may apply to access funding through the
Student Assistance Scheme. All applications are
treated confidentially.

Leather Shoes

The Equipment Safety in Schools policy came into
effect during 2004 and as a result a number of
items of equipment have a requirement that
students wear leather upper shoes. This has been
a contentious issue for Industrial Arts
departments for a number of years and in the past
we have not enforced this policy. Unfortunately
the Department of Education and Training has
mandated that we must ensure that students have
this type of footwear before they can use some of
the equipment in the wood and metalwork rooms.
We ask that all parents ensure that their students
have black leather upper shoes (which is the
standard uniform) or they may not be able to
participate in a number of practical activities.

ENGLISH

Welcome back to 2008. The English Faculty is looking
forward to an exciting and challenging year where we
implement our new programs in Stages 4 & 5.

As in past years, | would like to remind everyone of
some basic structures and organization of our faculty.
Classes for 2008 have been formed based on the
rankings at the end of 2007. Year 7 & 8 have two A
stream classes, three AB stream classes and three B
stream classes while Years 9 & 10 have two A stream
classes, two AB stream classes and three B stream
classes. In each stream, the classes are of equal
ability. The numbers are for identification purposes
only.

All students in each year follow the same program
and will complete class assessments and across the
form assessment task throughout the year. Classes
will be reviewed at the end of semester one and some
changes linked to student performance may occur.
Syllabus outcomes and a copy of the assessment
schedule for the term will be issued to all students
within the first few weeks of term.

Please take the time to look at your child’s book from
time to time. You can support your child’s legible
handwriting and basic organizational skills by doing
this. Assignments and written responses should be
handwritten unless specifically requested by the
teacher. Handwriting is still the basic means of
completing most assessment tasks so ongoing
practise is needed. Legibility is essential for success

in assessment tasks and poor handwriting can be a
real disadvantage, especially in external
examinations.

2008 sees a change in the organisation of Literacy
testing. This year, National Testing, replacing ELLA,
will occur in Years 7 & 9 in mid-May, with the School
Certificate remaining the same in Year 10 in
November. More information regarding this will follow
in future newsletters.

Speaking skills are a compulsory element of the
English course and a fundamental life skill. Students
are required to speak in both informal and formal
situations in class. Everyone experiences a level of
anxiety associated with this so support is always
required, even with confident speakers. You can
assist your child to speak effectively and minimize
associated anxiety by being aware of when the tasks
occur, the requirements of the task and fostering
positive support. Confidence is developed when a
speaker has effective content and is familiar with what
he/she is going to say.

So, the best way to speak effectively is to thoroughly
prepare and practise. The worst thing you can do is
assist them to avoid the task. (Please avoid
comments like “It's alright! | was never any good at it
at school either!”). Young adults of the 21* century
need to be able to organise their thoughts and
express themselves clearly. They will master this
important method of communication with our
encouragement and support.

Other avenues of support improved literacy and
communication skills are also available to parents.
Encouraging wide reading at home- novels,
newspapers, magazines, non-fiction- and encouraging
discussion of ideas provides excellent grounding for
all students. To that end, please familiarise yourself
with the new book policy of the English Faculty that |
have included below.

INTRODUCING THE MGHS ENGLISH DEPARTMENT
NEW BOOK BUYING POLICY 2008

The introduction of the new Stage 4, 5 and 6 English
Syllabuses over the past few years offers exciting
opportunities to improve learning outcomes for all
students. In the English faculty we are very keen to
instill a love and deep appreciation of reading. Fiction
inspires students to explore imaginary worlds, to
broaden their own perceptions of the human
experience and how we relate to each other. We want
reading to be both challenging and enjoyable for our
students. A study of fiction helps student to develop
skills that enable them to experiment with ideas and
expression, to become active, independent learners,
to work with each other and to reflect on their
learning.

Unfortunately, the current resources that we have to
teach fiction are wholly inadequate to achieve these
outcomes.

Accordingly, we are proposing that:
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students in Years 7-10 purchase their own copy of the
novel set for study. The novel selected will be the
focus of the fiction unit of work they will study in each
year. Your child’s English teacher will carefully select
a text that he/she feels will inspire a love of reading.
Students in Years 11 and 12 purchase their own texts,
if we do not have the selected text in the book room.
This will translate to mean a maximum of 2-3 texts, as
most Shakespeare, poetry and film texts will still be
supplied by the school.

Please note that this policy has been presented to the
MGHS P & C Association at the end of 2007 and
enthusiastically endorsed.

Why are we asking students to purchase their own
copy of the novel set for study?

For a number of reasons:

In the past, class teachers have been significantly
restricted in the choice of novels studied in class. If
there isn't a full class set in the dusty book room, then
that text can’t be taught. Replacement costs have
become too prohibitive, eating up large chunks of the
faculty budget each year. The text may be out of print.
Teaching with mixed or half sets of texts can lead
students to lack the close supervision of their work
and reading support when required.

When there is a full class set of texts available it is
often is great demand, but of course only one class
can use the set at a time. One class will be lucky, the
rest get what's left. And often that isn't pretty.

Texts date, particularly teen fiction. Novels that my
generation enjoyed reading as students may no
longer inspire students 30 years later. In fact, the
Board of Studies has just prescribed new texts for the
2009-2012 HSC in English, many of them set for the
first time.

If more than one class wants to study that text then
the unit of work cannot be taught at the same time.
This causes problems when it comes to providing
equity of assessment across the year.

Our new assessment schedules have made this
outmoded practice impractical.

Paperback texts have a very limited circulation life.
Book binding isn't what it used to be. Even after 2-3
years many class sets are severely depleted due to
poor binding, damage or failure of students to return
texts. Subsequent classes end up having to scrape
together a rag bag of a class set with some texts often
in poor condition, which turns the student off reading
rather that enhancing a love of it.

How will my child purchase the text nominated by the
class teacher?

McDonald’s Books in Maitland is prepared to
offer 15% discount to the school if we purchase class
sets on behalf of the students.

We will supply the bookseller with the number of texts
that we require for each class. The booksellers will
order the texts and bring them to the school on a
nominated day. Students will be given advanced

notice of the collection day. Students will be brought
by their class teacher to purchase and collect their
text. Payment needs to be made directly to the
bookseller on the day.

How much will the text cost?

We will endeavour to choose texts that are
appropriate to the Stage development of our students,
but of course we have been very mindful of keeping
costs down as much as possible. We have been
assured by the booksellers that the full discount
available will be passed on directly to students.
(Realistically, the cost will be around $20.00, not a lot
in this day and age, but when multiplied by 30, you
can appreciate how quickly our budget is drained
when purchasing class sets of texts and topping up
class sets to replace lost, damaged and stolen texts.)

Does the school get a “cut” out of the sale?

No. The full discount (of 15%) is passed on to cut
costs for parents. The transaction is between the
bookseller and the student.

What if my child already has a copy of the text?
Then you need not purchase another one.

What if | can buy the text cheaper elsewhere?

In some cases it may be possible to purchase a text
at a cheaper price. If you can purchase it cheaper
please do so. You are under absolutely no obligation
to purchase the text from the nominated booksellers.

What does my child do with the novel at the end of the
unit?

Treasure it. Start a personal library of teenage fiction.
The school/faculty will not be buying back any texts.
Since these texts belong to students they are free to
highlight, make notes in their copy if they so wish.

If, at the end of the year, students wish to “on sell’
their copy to students in the following year, they are
free to do so. The English faculty will not organise the
resale of any texts and we do not guarantee that the
same texts will be offered in subsequent years.

When will my child begin the fiction unit?

Year 7 Term 3

Year 8 Term 2

Year 9 Term 3

Year 10 Term 2

What about senior students?

Year 11 students will be informed early in term 1 of
their textual requirements. For 2008, in the case of
both Years 11 and 12, it is unlikely students will need
to purchase texts since the course prescriptions have
been set for a number of years. However, 2009 sees
the introduction of new set texts in HSC courses, so
changes in prescribed texts will occur for 2009 HSC
students. We will inform these students of texts
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selected in early to mid term 3 and organise orders
and purchases then.

How do | know what text has been selected for study,
how much will it cost and when is the
payment/collection day?

A form will be filled out by your child in class during
the term prior to studying the text and brought home
with details of cost, the collection day and payment
details. We would request you to read, sign and return
it to the class teacher so that we can confirm that this
information letter has reached the intended
destination.

Please be aware that if the text selected for your
child’s class is available in sufficient numbers in the
book room, you will not be required to purchase a
text. In implementing this policy, valuable funds will be
freed to purchase current, relevant resources and
support materials to provide quality work units and
maximum student engagement.

As you can see, this change involves minimal outlay
for you with many anticipated positive results. We
seek your support in realising these goals.
